Utility Bills Moving to Monthly Billing
To better serve customers and provide a more consistent and
manageable billing service, the Town of Irricana will be transitioning
from bi-monthly utility bills to monthly utility bills in September, 2024.
This change will allow customers to plan and budget more
effectively with smaller, more regular payments. In our ongoing
efforts to enhance convenience, reduce environmental impact, and
manage the cost of delivering services, we will also be transitioning
from paper billing to electronic billing. Beginning in September 2024,
utility bills will be delivered via email. This change will ensure more
timely delivery of your bills and reduce paper waste. Paper copies
can still be provided upon request, however a $5.00 fee will apply.
